Dual output analog channels offer simultaneous 20 million samples per second per output or 40 million samples per second on a single output, Arb/Function generation, analog reconstruction filtering, and 16 MB local waveform memory.    Boards equipped with Digital I/O provide 16 digital I/Os, which operate synchronously with the analog I/O.  Optional RF Multiplexer modules allow for up to 25 multiplexed inputs.
